Dr. C. David Jenkins of the home-going
of his father, Carl H. Jenkins, who was a
faithful lay leader in the Forest Park Baptist
Church in Forest Park, Illinois. Carl served
as a deaon d that church for many yeas
and was one of the key officers of Boys
Brigade & the dwurch. Cal’s @on, Dr.
David Jenkins, now living in Chapel Hill,
North Carolina, sent a tribute concerning his
father who remained faithful to his Lord
throughou hislife:

“Carl H. Jenkins, a member-participant
in NAB Churches for 102 yeas, returned to
his Lord on November 3 2001 in Boca



Raton, Florida. He was %orn into” the East
Side German Baptist Church in the southeast
corner of Chicago in 1899.

WERE!

In ealy February 2002we receved word of
the deah of Vernon Hedkman on February
1¥.  His wife, Margaret died on Jure 30,
2001. One of their daughters, Joanne
Kiemele, wrote amoving tribute to them,
exclaming at the cnclusion: 20f course,
an article like this did na fully cgpture the
esenceof whothey were.”

Here is her tribute: @Born in Minnesota to
devout Christian German immigrant parents,
Vernon and Margaret (Fratzke) Hed<man
acceted the Lord ealy in their lives, and
becane adive in their respedive curches,
Dayton's Bluff Baptist (now Redeaner
Baptist) in St. Paul, and Faith Baptist in
Minnegpadlis. As yourg adults, they met at

the NAB Minnesota ‘Summer Assmbly'
(camp), worked together in leadership roles
and fell in love. For a number of yeas,
before and after their marriage on June 11,
1938, they both served as officers for the
Minnesota and National Youth Boards for
the denomination.

a/ernon and Margaret lived in
St. Paul most of their married
life and were = highly invoved
a Redeemer ﬁ Baptist Church;
Vernon as Sunday Schod Superintendent
and deamn, Margaret as a deamnessand in
women's ministries. Sunday Schod, chair,
and wherever needed: they were bath there!

aThey were adive in Asciation
adivities and Vernon served onthe Generd
Courxcil of the NAB Conference....As the
conference aanourcer at the 1967 Triennid
Generd Conference held in  Detroit,
Michigan, Vernon with his boaming bass
voice ®mmanded attention.

4n later yeas Vernon served onthe board
of diredors for NABC in Edmonton, AB,
Canada and on the President's Courcil of
the NAB Seminary in Sioux Falls, S. D.

4n 1972, the Minnesota, lowa, lllinais,
and Wisconsin churches purchased a
beautiful farm nea Lansing, lowato develop
as a Bible canp. In 1974, after leaving the
manufaduring company where he had
worked for 28 yeas as genera manager,
Vernon was asked to bewmme the first
administrator of this camp. Margaret
becane the heal cook and
kitchen  co- @ ordinator,
and together they served
through 1980. Their leadership at Centra
Baptist Camp, nov known as Vill age Creek
Bible Camp, was the foundition for an
ongoing ministry that has impaded the lives
of countless young people and adults. In



1981, they retired from the camp and
fulfilled a longtime drean by taking a five-
week trip to visit our NAB Misson Field in
Cameroon,West Africa

a/ernon and Margaret enjoyed 63 yeas
of married life, often using their gift of
hospitality to entertain  misgonaries,
denominational leaders, church members
and friends in their home. They
had a lifedong commitment to
serving  the /f \ Lord, and though

the last yeas of their lives
brought falling  hedth,
they never wavered in their

faith or in their ministry as prayer warriors.
Margaret went to be with the Lord on June
30, 2001,at age 84, and Vernon onFeb. 1,
2002, at age 89. They leave alegagy of
enthusiastic Christian living to ther six
children, -- Joanne (LeRoy Kiemele), Judy
(Larry Friesen), Jenean (Brad Erickson),
Jerrel (Diane), Joel (Sue), Jim (Darlene),
eighteen grandchildren, and four grea-
granddaughters, relatives and friends.°

some of the symptoms of Alzheimer's.

At
Redeeamer, they must have been in their late
60s when the church had no ore to work
with the youth so they volunteaed urtil the
church was able to find a youth worker.
They were troopers.°

aEdgar Wesner was born on August 25",
1920,in St. Joseph, Michigan. His parents,
Ruddph and Helen Wesner, precaled him
in deah. Edgar grew up ona fruit farm and
spent his youthful yeas helping his parents
on the farm. He had ore yourger sister,
Elvera. He graduated from St. Joseph High
in 1938and began working as amacdinist.

aNith the outbregk of World War I, he
enlisted in the U.S. Navy where he served
for 3 and a half yeas. Stationed in Corpus
Christi, Texas and Hawaii, he did na see
adive duty. Although Edgar grew up in a
Christian hane axd was a member of the
Clay Stred Baptist Church in Benton
Harbor, his faith dd na redly come dive
urtii  he becane invoved with The
Navigators while in Hawaii. Through the
Bible Study group he was given a love for
the Word of God and was cdled by Godinto
full-time Christian ministry.

aAfter being discharged from the Navy on
May 11, 1946,he married Lillian Miller,
whom he had dated before enlisting and
whom he aurted by letter while he was in
the Navy and she in training aa Mounds-
Midway Nursing Schod in St. Paul,



Minnesota. Edgar began his theologicd
training at Toccoa Falls, Georgia eaning
his B.D. degree @& Northern Baptist
Seminary in Chicago and his M. A. in
Psychology from Bradley University in
Peoria, lllinais. His first pastorate was an
NAB church in Peoria, Illinaois from 1951to
1961 During his ministry there, the church
was relocaed and a new building
constructed, named the Sheridan Road
Baptist Church.

His ®ond mstorate was in Stafford,
Kansasa Cavary Baptist Church, 1961to
1967. From there he was cdled to pastor
Calvary Baptist Church in  Taooma,
Washington, serving eleven yeas. His last
pastorate was at Trinity Baptist in Portland,
Oregon, where he served for five yeas.
After retiring in 1983, le was a Bible
teater and courselor at the Tacoma Rescue
Misdon where he touched many broken
lives with hs gentle, compassonate
ministry.

He was diagnosed with Parkinson's and
becane aresident at Heartwood Care Center
in June of 2001, where he quietly passd
into the presence of the Lord on Decamber
2" 2001at the age of 81, with Lilli an by his
side. He is grealy missd by his loving
wife, with whom he shared 55 yeas of
marriage, and by their seven children: four
sons — Mark Wesner; Rev. David Wesner
(Claudia) who pestors the First Baptist
Church o Ellinwood, Kansas, Stephen
Wesner (Médlissd); Thomas (Jan); three
daughters — Lois (Mark) Williams, Carol
