Your Director, Dr. Jackie Howell, has put her talents to work
planning so that when we move our books, supplies, and files, they can be
put into the correct place as soon as they arrive in the new building. We
hope to have many strong people who will be able to do the heavy lifting,
people who will be willing to follow directions as to where each item should
be put. Readers, begin to think about that: can you be a volunteer?

Will your own church and family stories be there as we move?  Our “Family Story”
section is still in the plans. There are times when I wish those stories would be available
right now for our use. For instance, a researcher from Indiana is traveling here to
find out what information we have about people whose ancestors came from Vohlynia,
Poland. Another researcher is checking up on relatives from the Eureka, Venturia area,
since he is interested in researching health problems with a view to helping others who
also may need access to the important information he finds.

Several months ago we were pleased to have our new Executive Secretary, Dr. Rob
McCleland, come to spend a day with us. He asked us to share with him as much of our
NAB Conference History as we could, so that he in turn could learn where we came from
and build on that information as a guide into the future. The main idea that came
through to us that day was: “How can you know which way to go if you do not know
where you came from?” It would be good for each of you readers to have the opportunity
to meet Dr. McCleland. He hopes to be in Sioux Falls for our Heritage Board Meeting and
the Seminary Trustee Meeting toward the end of March.

When I first came to work here in the Archives in 1991 after my work in Cameroon, I saw
the huge need of translation of materials from German to English, and now in 2008 there
has been a lot of work done about that. (Editor’s note: You see: Evidence of a dream be-
ing fulfilled! Don’t let your dreams die!) The most recent translation is the story of the
life of August Rauschenbusch. The able translator, Donald Madvig, is coming to our Board
of Governors’ Meeting to share with us about the challenges and blessing of this task.
(Some of you will remember Dr. Madvig as one of our Seminary Professors, in 1963-1968.)
